Authorisation is sought on behalf of itself and the City of Clarence, Sorrell
Council, Tasman Council and Kingborough Council as members of SWS and on behalf of
the successful contractor determined as a result of the proposed request for tender process.

SWS is seeking authorisation for:

o undertaking a request for tender process to appoint a contractor to design, build and
operate an organics processing facility in Copping, Tasmania

e negotiating and entering into a contract with the successful contractor for the design,
building and operation of the organics processing facility, and

o the operation of the facility.
Authorisation is sought for a period of 26 years.

Interim authorisation

SWS has also requested interim authorisation to conduct the request tender process prior to
the ACCC’s final determination on the substantive application for authorisation. Interim
authorisation is not sought to enter into any contracts resulting from the process, which is
conditional on final authorisation being granted.

Your submission will be placed on the ACCC'’s authorisations public register on the internet
unless you have made a request (with reasons) for us to exclude part or all of the
