Alternatively, if you would like to provide comments orally, please contact
Andrew Ng or Surina Sood via the details at the end of this letter to arrange a time.

Your submission is published on the ACCC’s Authorisations Public Register unless you have
made a request (with reasons) for us to exclude part or all of the submission from the public
register — see Guidelines for Excluding Information from the Public Register for further
information about these processes.

1 The RCSA currently administers its professional conduct regime through its Code of Professional Conduct, Professional
Conduct Grievance Intervention Guidelines and relevant clauses of the RCSA Constitution and By Laws.

2 The RCSA has made some changes to its Code of Professional Conduct and Professional Conduct Grievance Intervention
Guidelines. The updated version of each of these documents can be found in the application on our public register.
