2020. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss any potential issues that may arise in relation to 
maintenance or scheduled outages in Victoria, and the resources required, in light of COVID-19.  The 
participants shared information relating to the timing of current and proposed maintenance, 
including the upcoming outages of the 500kV transmission lines to South Australia. 

ii. A meeting between representatives of AEMO, Alinta, AusNet, Basslink, DEWLP, Energy Australia and 
Origin was held on Friday 13 November 2020.  A representative of the ACCC attended as an 
observer.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss any potential issues that may arise in relation 
to maintenance or scheduled outages in Victoria, and the resources required, in light of 
COVID-19.

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss any 
potential issues that may arise in relation to maintenance or scheduled outages in Queensland, and 
the resources required, in light of COVID-19. The participants shared information relating to the 
timing of current and proposed maintenance.
